Egzamin gimnazjalny ma forme pisemng i odbywa sie w kwietniu, czyli pod koniec trzeciej klasy
gimnazjum. Zaktada podstawowg znajomosc¢ jezyka obcego na poziomie A2 — A2+, zgodnie
z Europejskim Systemem Opisu Ksztatcenia Jezykowego (CEF).

Egzamin gimnazjalny trwa 90 minut. W jego sktad wchodzg nastepujace trzy czesci: odbior
tekstu stuchanego (odtworzonego z ptyty CD), odbior tekstu czytanego oraz reagowanie jezy-
kowe.

Punktacja za poszczegodlne czesci przedstawia sie nastepujaco: odbior tekstu stuchanego — 10
pkt, odbior tekstu czytanego — 20 pkt, reagowanie jezykowe — 20 pkt, w tym 5 punktow za
zadania na podstawie tekstu stuchanego.

Egzamin gimnazjalny sktada sie z zadan zamknietych, jak test wielokrotnego wyboru, prawda/
fatsz, dobieranie oraz z zadan otwartych, jak uzupetnianie luk lub krétkie odpowiedzi w formie
1 do 3 zdan. Za prawidtowa odpowiedZ w zadaniu zamknietym uczen otrzymuje 1 punkt, na-
tomiast za zredagowanie odpowiedzi na pytanie (na podstawie czarno-biatej ilustracji) moze
uzyskac 2 punkty: jeden za zgodnosc z poleceniem, drugi za poprawnos¢ jezykowa. tacznie za
poprawne wykonanie wszystkich zadan uczen moze uzyskac¢ 50 punktéw. Egzamin nie spraw-
dza bezposrednio opanowania materiatu gramatycznego.

W naszej ksigzce znajdg Panstwo 10 zestawdw egzaminacyjnych. Ze wzgledéw praktycznych,
kazdy zestaw zostat tak skonstruowany, aby mozna go byto przeprowadzi¢ w normalnych wa-
runkach szkolnych, gdzie lekcje trwaja 45 minut. Za prawidtowe wykonanie wszystkich zadan
uczen moze otrzymac 25 punktéw (5 pkt za odbiér tekstu stuchanego, 10 pkt za odbior tekstu
pisanego i 10 pkt za reagowanie jezykowe), czyli potowe liczby punktéw mozliwych do uzyska-
nia z egzaminu gimnazjalnego. Pragniemy przypomnie¢, ze egzamin gimnazjalny bedzie trwat
90 minut. Zalecamy wiec przeprowadzenie kolejnych testéw (np.1 Ai 1B, 2Ai 2B itd.) na dwdéch
kolejnych lekcjach, gdyz woéwczas uzyskana ilos¢ punktow bedzie wynosita maks. 50, czyli be-
dzie zgodna z punktacjg w rzeczywistych warunkach egzaminacyjnych.

Ksigzka zawiera rowniez szczegdtowy opis poszczegdlnych zadan kazdego testu zgodnie ze
standardami wymagan egzaminacyjnych zawartych w Informatorze o egzaminie gimnazjalnym
opracowanym przez Centralng Komisje Egzaminacyjna.

Ksigzka ta moze stuzy¢ jako materiat uzupetniajacy w czasie lekgcji, jako przyktad zestawodw
egzaminacyjnych, a takze indywidualnym uczniom przygotowujgcym sie do egzaminu gimna-
zjalnego.
